While standing on Mt Townsend, P.E. Strzelecki and J. Macarthur found that the actual summit was
divided into six or more points. “The Count by the aid of his instruments quickly detected one of them as
being in fact considerably higher than where we stood. A deep ravine, separating us from this, did not
deter my adventurous friend; he determined to reach it. The Count he told me of his intention of recording
his visit to the highest point in Australia by associating the name of Kosciusko with our successful ascent.
